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negotiate data sharing/syndication agreements with MLS’s to
get access to any additional data.  Also, some websites enable
homeowners  the  ability  to  enter  information  about  their
property, which may give more details, but can also offer
conflicting information that isn’t always accurate.

We’ve seen firsthand the frustration of Buyers who find the
‘right’ home on an aggregator site, only to find out that it
was actually sold a couple years ago.

If you want to explore and look at pictures, aggregator sites
can be fabulous tools in your search. But if you want more
accurate information, the three options recommended above will
better assist you in your home search.
